Every year, MTN, 
a south African telecom company, hosts a run around November. We 
both participated in this (Wilma did the 10km which was later 
discovered to have been 9.2km and Tim did the half marathon). It 
was nice to be among 10,000 other runners through the streets of 
Kampala. 
 
CDHope Work 
1 – Kids on Christmas holidays 
The CDHope Children have got their Christmas holidays. This is 
actually the end of the school year in the local schools here in 
Uganda. Part of this time, we have sent the children back to their 
surviving relatives/families just to keep their ties and not to isolate 
them from the societies where they originally come from. It is also 
always a good time for us to evaluate our progress as we recouperate. 
We really notice how the families are appreciative of the help 
CDHope is giving to them. When we took small Suzan, Miria and Brenda back to their families/relatives, they (relatives) wanted to 
show their appreciation by giving us part of their harvest. It was soo much food to the point that we had to say ‘no’  to some because 
we just are not able to eat all of it (in fact, some of the fruits went bad� ). We were also given a chicken… yes alive it was�  
2 – School progress 

All the children have worked really hard. They all were 
able to make it to the next class except Brenda who will 
have to repeat and for small Suzan we still have to see 
what the teacher thinks (we do not expect much from her 
because her [mental] abilities are very limited 
Jonathan kept praying that God would help him make it to 
the next class. We did also pray for him because he was a 
bit of a concern for us. Very glad that he made it and he 
actually went ecstatic. 
Miria had also been a concern for us and for this, we were 
very glad to learn that she had made it to the next class. 
Suzan, Emma and Benja are in the same class. They have 
been performing quite well so we kind of expected them to 
make it… however, they did not just make it but did it in 
style. The three were among the top 10 (academic 
performance) in their class. 
It is nice to really see the children getting far. 
3 – Spiritual progress 
We do have devotions every Wednesday evening. During 
this time, we sing some songs, share some 
encouragements/testimonies, share the Scripture and pray.
