It is also quite different from
the Ugandan academic year, which generally
makes it a bit difficult for us having the project
children’s holiday out-of-synch with that of
Eugene and Jaimie (meaning that we actually
do not have holidays).

It has gone very well... they have steadily
grown to boys and learnt a lot both in
academics and Bible-wise (they go to a
missionary school).

It has been, like stated before, a year of ups-and-downs. We have had challenges and joys
in all areas (emotionally, financially, organizational-wise even soctafigt always nice
neighbors around etc). But in all, we feel that God has really carried us through and

far. We are so pleased with where CDHope is at the moment. We are glad that we have
children under our care and these children are progressing well.

The children had their holidays between end April and end May (a month’s holidays).

These weeks were also quite good for us because we used them to evaluate how
it had all gone, what needed to change/improve etc. We definitely feel very reakly to ta

CDHope children

We finally got the first term school reports of the children. Emma and Suzan have
performed pretty well. Jonathan and Benja will need to shift their gears, elgpecial
Jonathan.

In our analysis, we think that:

Emma and Suzan should work together and help each other. This will give them a
synergic advantage. Observing the detailed results, we noticed that what seemed t
difficult for one was easier for the other.

Benja and Jonathan have their weakness primarily in THE language (English) that
is used at school. This causes them not to understand the questions etc. They both
(actually all) came from schools in the village where English was not emetiasiz
Jonathan has also been exceptionally playful (normal for kids to be playful though) and
tends to hurry/rush through his schoolwork, giving the more careful students edge over
him.

For Jonathan and Benja, we believe that speaking and practicing more English will give
them a forward spring. Benja, though, has improved greatly over the holidays both in
English and confidence.

We have organized for Jonathan some extra tuition (for at least this term or a msinth) j
to get him out of the ‘danger zone’ in as far as academics are concerned.

Wilma’s parents are here visiting us for a month. They arrived"alude and will be
here until 29 July.

Price increase on commodities

Like many other countries, Uganda has been hit by a rise in prices of commodities. For
the basic foodstuff, the increase has been as high as over 50% for some commodities.
Due to the high prices, people have been affected seriously. Most notably is the rise in
robbery and theft (especially in Kampala area. Kampala is the capitahdity ehere

we live). Research has attributed this rise in crime to the increase in prices

We have met some people who have told us how they have it difficult now with the same
income to cater for house rent and food. For ourselves, we do feel this price increase



mostly on commodities like coffee, milk and diesel. However, this is much harder for the
very low-income folks because the percentage increase in food costs totals up to their
total monthly income. Very sad!

Our Holiday plans

We have not really planned for a real holiday. We have to find how to work this with the
difference in holidays for the children of CDHope and that of Eugene and Jaimie. We
will probably go somewhere nearby for a few days. Initially, we thought of going to
Nairobi for a few days but we are not sure because of the (bad) road.

We will probably travel to NL coming (2009) summer holidays — that is what we are
aiming for.

CDHope home is currently in our compound. The compound is not that big for the
children to be able to do some activities like football, netball etc. For this reasorveve ha
requested Eugene and Jaimie’s school to use their sports field.

We realize that these activities are really
nice for the children especially on
weekends.
Also, the place used for dining, playing
games and studying is not closed (does not have one side of the wall) and needs
reparation of the ceiling and roof (especially now being a rainy season). This should cost
400 to fix. We realize it is not little money but what it can do to these children is even
much more. In this regards, we do request those that are able to transfer somefexktra bi
the mentioned costs (totals t800). When transferring for the mentioned items, please
state so.
