2 —Small Suzan

As you know, she had cerebral malaria while still very young. Sheisalittle slow (mentally) now, this has probably been caused by the
celebral malaria.

Currently, sheisdoing well and triesto learn by copying (so if you visit, please show the best example ). She however needs alot of
patience and also needs alot of attention. That is sometimes a bit of a challenge.

3 — School

The children continue improving. Their performancein school is generally good. They all enjoy their new class. When they have
homework, they do sometimes come to us for answers (not that we always know these). However, a weakness on the education system
here is that children are not taught to think for themselves therefore they expect the full answer and not an explanation. We pray and
hope that one day God will bless us to be able to build a CDHope school where we can raise children to go beyond ‘what the teacher
tells you and try to use your own thinking and reasoning’ ability.

4 - Staff

One of the biggest challenges in Ugandais working with adults. It is so difficult to trust people (with finances, responsibilities etc).
We are learning and getting better at this. We are working on building a good team... ateam of people with a heart for the ministry (as
opposed to ‘ just-any-other-job’ mentality). To get folks with this mentality is rather challenging but we seem to be getting there.

‘Networking' is something that is really important, we realise this more as we continue growing. When we came to Uganda, in July
2007, we redlly prayed for the right network. We met a couple from Australia whose son goes to the same missionary school and class
as Eugene and Jaimie. They are founders and leaders of a ministry called Operation Uganda. They do take care of orphans and do
community work. They have been doing thiswork for four years but needed to take a furlough this year so they approached us and
asked if we could be willing to manage the ministry in their absence. We did accept and do this once or twice a week. The staff,
children and these friends really appreciate our help but we also feel privilleged because we have learnt alot in this short time (since
January 2009).
