Trip to Nairobi, Kenya
On 11" December, we (Tim and
Wilma) went to Nairobi for a
wedding of friends (members of our
home Church in Holland). It was a
great time being in Nairobi and
meeting our friends from Holland.
Everything seemed so normal there and as a mdttacto people talked openly about
their differences in as far as the elections werecerned.
We safely traveled back to Uganda off' Tiecember.

40" Anniversary (Tim’s parents’ wedding)

On 29" December, Tim’s parents celebrated thelf 40
anniversary. This was done in the presence ofolotamily,
friends and other people. It was a special moneftaating
back on the 40 years of Tim’s parents’ marriagemide this
more special, Tim's whole family was here in Ugantais is
rare because many live abroad and we rarely alt atemnce.

Kenyan crisis

The crisis in Kenya started while we were stillliororo

(where Tim’s parent’s live). Tororo is about 10konthe Uganda-Kenya boarder. Tim’s
mum being from Kenya, there were lots of visitami Kenya. After they left, some
came back straightaway due to the violence. It tbekn a few days before things could
settle down enough for them to travel back home.

Kenyan crisis hit the East African region seriouségause Kenya has the most powerful
economy in East Africa, with the biggest factoriBesides, countries like Uganda are
land-locked, depending on Kenya for it's importsl &nel. Because of this, we in Uganda
were affected. Fuel became very scarce and the ghiat high. In fact, a day before fuel
disappeared in most fuel stations, Tim’s sisteregay a call and suggested that we stock
some fuel because fuel was lessening. We thendsadreut 300 liters of diesel

As we write, the situation has stabilized (Kenyagenore peaceful now and also the
Ugandan government found an alternative for theomspother than the Kenyan route).

The CDHope work
We are glad and proud to let you know that CDHopekvin Uganda has actually started
taking shape in the direction we would like. We énatarted bringing orphans to the



project and giving them a home and catering foir thecial and spiritual needs. As for
the education, we do take the children to a loclabsl nearby. We now have four
Children in our care: Suzan (14), Benja (12, brotbeSuzan), Emma (13) and Jonathan
(10, brother to Emma). It is amazing how we seeexperience a difference in the
Children’s livelihood-ness within a week.
In February, we went to Mpigi district (about 1 haiive from Kampala) to collect
Suzan and Benja. They are orphans whose both pgrast away. Suzan had stopped
school and had been taken to work for a family wriibiets in one of the slums of
Kampala (for about 3 weeks). We are happy we cbeald her and she can now go to
school again.
In March, we went to Kitwe village in Mukono Distti(about 1 and half hour drive from
Kampala) to collect Emma. Emma lived with his gnaad(from dad’s side) whereas
Jonathan still lived with his mother. They actualhg stepbrothers (or half brothers —
they share the same mother). Emma’s father’s satmknown (no one knows where he is
or if he is still alive). Their mother is HIV posie (as well as Jonathan’s father) and also
has a 7-year-old daughter who is HIV positive aadyvll (does not talk — the only time
she makes sound is when she is hungry or in sepain$. It is rather difficult not to be
able to take this girl into our care but at thesget of CDHope, we do not feel ready to
take care of this girl (she needs more of a speethicare which we can not offer right
now).
Emma’s case was by far the toughest when we westdlkect him from the village. We
met a lot of opposition from his grandma (and oflaerily living there). It took us a
whole day and in the end, we had to get help
from the police (child protection department)
who said that Emma’s mother had the right to
decide where Emma should be and Emma
himself also had a choice. We learnt that
Emma’s family in that village was practicing
witchcraft. In this, they were trying to teach
Emma to participate in the witchcraft thus;
taking him away would be a big blow on their
side. In the end, it all went smooth and Emma is
pretty happy here. So nice to see these children
changing though we also find it difficult leaving
some children behind — when we go to pick theskli@n, we are overwhelmed by the
number of other children who also need help. Fstaince, when we picked Suzan and
Benja, there were about 12 other children stanttiege next to us who also needed help.
We have to keep our focus otherwise it would fid ttaking water to the sea using
buckets’ or worse, ‘trying to empty the sea usingkets’.

Eugene and Jaimie

Eugene and Jaimie have adjusted well. They
are in Gradel and will be, God willing,
moving to Grade2 coming year (starting in
mid August’08). Their current semester
(which is also the end of their yearl) will be



ending at the end of May’08 then they will be aff the long vacation. It really is nice to
see them pick very well, especially the fact thalytmoved from a Dutch school in
Holland and are now very comfortable in an Engbgleaking school.

Eugene and Jaimie also enjoy playing with Emmaatlamn, Suzan and Benja. We can
say that they definitely do not need more sibli¢ggster or brother)

They do sometimes miss Holland though, and sucégjitiney ask when we will be
going to Holland. This is also healthy
