
(those who have visited us have seen Suzan), while still a baby, 
she was hit by cerebral malaria, leaving her brain with a damage. 
Because of this, she is much slower (mentally) than the rest… 
actually, she is much younger than her age. However this term, 
we have seen a significant improvement. During our Wednesday 
devotions, we tried breaking into smaller groups (one adult with 
a few children). In these smaller groups, Suzan started contribut-
ing (using short sentences or just a few words to explain what 
she means). Remarkably, she has also started praying by herself. 
This really makes our hearts fill with happiness because Suzan 
never contributed in devotions before. Of course we do not ex-
pect much from her and she is still shy and not very good at 
speech but definitely there is a positive change which we sin-
cerely thank God for. 
Children’s Ministry 
The last few weeks, the number of children has been a bit lower 
than before (about 100) due to some funerals in the community. 
When there is a funeral (or even a wedding) in the village/
community, most of the children either also attend this or have 
to take care of home. However though, the children are also 
starting to participate more. This is good.
