
Dear family and friends, 
 
Three months surely go fast. It is that time again when we get to 
update you on what is happening in and around our adventurous 
life. 
We begin by thanking you for your support; financial and/or in 
prayer. It is through this that we as a family make it here and 
CDHope work in Uganda is made possible. Thanks and be blessed 
for that! 
 

Moving to our new house/residence 
We had an excellent two months staying at Tim’s sister and 
husband. However, we really wanted to move on to our 
own house (which we were already paying rent for). We 
had hoped that the container would arrive by 20th August 
but this was not the case. We decided to move to our rather 
un-furnished house and bought a few stuff like plastic 
chairs etc. It was really finally nice to move into our house 
(beginning of September) though we slept on the floor (never knew how comfortable this 
could be � ) 
 
The container finally arrives 

Life was to begin after the arrival of the container, which 
had all our household stuff. Even after the container arrived 
at the Port in Mombasa Kenya, it still took almost a month 
to be loaded onto a truck en-route to Kampala Uganda… 
and after arriving in Kampala, we needed a clearing agent 
to help with clearing the container from the container 
terminal through customs etc. This whole process is rather 
slow and one could say, annoying but well, we went 

through it. 
On 5th of October (Eugene and Jaimie’s Birthday), the container finally arrived at our 
house – in the evening. We off-loaded the container the next day because it was late and 
the container had to be placed at a better place. We were also pretty fast with unpacking, 
especially our beds (never knew how comfortable the beds would feel compared to 
sleeping on a mattress on the floor � ) 
 
 
We finally get a car 
Probably one of the biggest challenges in our settling process, we finally got a car. It 
became really complicated with the importation tax for 
used cars. It would total to about 53% of the value of 
the car but in fact, one has to prove that he/she actually 
paid that amount otherwise we would have to pay a 
higher tax since the used car we had ordered from Japan 
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is valued higher than what we had paid for (by the tax authorities in Uganda). 
Due to this complication, we requested the folks from Japan to refund the money so that 
we could buy a car locally. This was (after long a discussion and struggle) accepted with 
a small charge. This allowed us to buy a car from a local dealer. It is an old car from 1993 
but we really enjoy using it. We are the first users in Uganda so we could say it is a new 
car (like they say in Uganda � ). This will definitely allow us to start making trips around 
visiting several cases of orphans and needy families. We really are grateful for this and 
thank God. 
 
Where we are 
We are currently continuing with our settling. We hope to finish  (light) renovations on 
the extra rooms next to our house so that we are ready for starting with a few 
kids/orphans. We are very excited about this and look forward to having the first lot to 
help. We would like to do this as soon as possible so hopefully by the next newsletter, we 
will be having some kids in the project 
Part of what we are still arranging are the Residence permit for Wilma and registration of 
CDHope in Uganda. 
Getting a residence permit for Wilma is not a ‘one-two’ thing as this may sound. There 
are a number of requirements that you need to submit, then a certain Board will meet to 
discuss whether/if one is allowed or not… but even after submitting all the requirements, 
one hopes that the request is forwarded to the Board on time. In our case, we are waiting 
for this part. 
Registration of CDHope is more complex and could take quite long. We, however, will 
be able to start helping kids even when not yet officially registered. 
Currently, we are trying to create a network of organizations and people with similar 
projects. This is helpful especially during this whole learning/starting curve. We’ve 
already got lots of tips on how to avoid some mistakes and the right folks to work with 
(one needs to know the ‘right’ folks for things to move in Uganda). 
 
Kampala 

Typical African city: Lots of folks and LOTS of traffic 
jams caused by poor driving – any junction is a traffic 
jam area because everyone pushes to go first (no ‘right-
of-the-road’ law or ‘follow-the-traffic-lights-even-
without-the-police-presence’ rule � ). 
On another bad side, due to traffic jams and lots of re 
constructions, you often have/see fumes or dust in the air 
in Kampala and the areas nearby. 

On a better note, there is much more sun here right now than there is in the Netherlands, 
US or other parts of Europe (sorry folks). It is a rainy season though, meaning that at 
times we have lots of rain (if you are driving a non 4by4 car, it is difficult to maneuver 
your way and in some cases, impossible to pass through). Some times while raining, there 
are places that you literally will not go with a low car because the water level is so high 
(Kampala is hilly, thus water flowing down somewhere). Tim was almost stuck one time 
in the city due to this reason but luckily, he tried a different route, closed his eyes on a 
pothole and yuppie (it was not as bad � ) 



 
Eugene and Jaimie 
They are having it really good here. They enjoy school and are doing very well. We were 
sometimes a bit worried whether they would cope up with the International School 
standard but they have done really well. Their teacher said they are right where she would 
want them to be. 
They also really enjoy being here and playing lots. Often after coming back from School, 
they first do their assignment/s then go straight to play. We even often have to call them 
in the house for dinner � ) 
 
Pets 
Eugene and Jaimie always wanted pets while we 
were still in Holland, so we promised them to get these 
once in Uganda. They now have each a cat (TC and 
Moshie respectively) and two German shepherd puppies 
meant to become watchdogs (Trixy and Spiky 
respectively).

- Our continued adjustment to the different challenges in Uganda.

- Good health 
- Safety on the road 
- Protection – Tim’s sister’s house was robbed on the evening of 23rd October while 

there was no one in it. Such things are a bit more common here. For this reason, 
most folks have either a guard or watchdogs (or a combination of both). It is 
really terrible how folks can break into your house and within a few minutes leave 
you with nothing. 

- That Wilma will get her residence permit on time/soon 
- That the registration process of CDHope will be smooth and fast
