
 
Dear family and friends, 
 
As we sit here and listen to all the hammering and cutting of stuff (always a house is under construction 
here), it is time for another update. 
It has been a very eventful 3 months and we hope to give you a good summary. 
 
Eugene and Jaimie 
On August 11th Eugene and Jaimie started the new school year. They are now in 
grade two and are really enjoying their time. They now can read (a little over snail 
speed� ) and enjoy reading anything they see (when walking with them, we 
always hope that we don’ t come across one of those funny writings on a poster but 
good enough such are not really common here). 
Eugene and Jaimie also really love having the CDHope children around them and 
when the children were away on holidays, they were missed by Eugene and 
Jaimie. It is nice to see Eugene and Jaimie supporting our work/ministry here in 
their way. 
 
Our  last summer holidays 
We did not really do much partly because Eugene and Jaimie’s school has a different school schedule from 
the school of CDHope children. During the summer holidays, the children of CDHope still had school 
running until mid August. However, we still managed to go to Kenya for a week. We spent 3 days in 
Kericho (the rift valley, where most of East Africa’s tea is grown) and 3 days in Nairobi (the city where 
Tim grew and spent his teen-age. 
It was really nice to sneak out of CDHope for a short while and just spend time with the four of us. It was 
also nice to be back after the week�  
 
Hester  Spronk volunteer ing here for  a year  
Hester is a girl from The Netherlands. She was in a teenage group that Wilma was one of the leaders some 
years ago. She is a trained teacher and is here volunteering for a year at CDHope. It really is great having 
her around. A lot of weight has been unleashed from our shoulders since she arrived. We are grateful that 
she can help with taking care of the children here. 
Hester also came with some money that was donated by her Church in Holland and the school where she 
had been teaching for a year. With this money, Hester has organized a lot of changes and additions for the 
CDHope children including furnishing, kitchen stuff, clothing, TV extension option, sports wear and 
facility, books and scholastic stuff. We are so thankful for Hester and the extra (we only bargained for 
Hester’s service but got more than just that� ). 
 
CDHope Work 
1 – Kids holidays 
The CDHope Children had their holidays between mid August and mid September. Part of this time, we 
took them to their families/relatives. We strongly believe that we should do everything possible to make 
sure that these ties are not broken and for this, we do take the children to spend a while with the surviving 
family/relatives. We also use this time to take a break from the children and evaluate how things are 
moving (what needs changing, what needs adding and what we should keep etc). 
2 – Renovations as per our last newsletter 
In our last newsletter (June’08), we did request you folks for some money to be used for some renovations 
that would see the dining room becoming a full room and the roof repaired plus buying a table tennis table. 
Thanks really for all those that gave extra in response to our request. We used the holiday period to make a 
complete room out of the 3-walled room (we extended the wall to make the room bigger, then covered the 
open side. When the children came back from holidays, they were VERY pleasantly surprised. They now 
enjoy using this room and we do not really have fears of leakage (though we had to call the builders back 
after they had just left due to a leakage – but the children were not yet here). 
We do still have to wait for the table tennis table to be shipped over to the shop here in Uganda (from South 
Africa). By the time we went to buy this, it was out of stock. 
3 – Using sports facility of Eugene and Jaimie’s school 
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As we mentioned, in our last newsletter, we wrote a letter to the Board of E+J’s school requesting for the 
usage of their sports facility once a week. It took a while but we 
finally got an approval. Last Saturday, we all went and used the 
facility for the first time (we played soccer and basketball then later 
went to play on the playground (swings etc). This was really a rich 
moment for the kids. They enjoyed every bit of it to the point that 
once we got back home, they had enough of playing� . Good stuff! 
4 – More children at CDHope 
On 15th September, we traveled to the East of Uganda with the 
intention of interviewing and possibly picking two girls who would 
then come under our care. The reason we though of girls was that 
Suzan, the only girl at the project then was lonely. We saw at times 

Suzan sitting and just simply watching the boys running around so we thought some girls would be good 
company for Suzan. 
We were to pick the two girls from two separate villages (one would be on the 16th September – the two 
villages are about 3 and half hour drive apart. The first one did not go through (the person coordinating was 
busy with something else – TIA [This Is Africa� ]) so we only went 
to the second appointment on the 16th. This was nearby Jinja. This 
family had almost an entire generation wiped by HIV. There was a 
grandmother and many grand children. These children were catered 
for by one of the surviving sons (with his wife) to this old woman 
(grandmother). This couple is also HIV+. This couple is taking care 
of 14 orphans plus 3 of their own children. This was really 
overwhelming. We decided to find out who the total orphan (both 
parents not alive) girls were. We ended up with 3 (Suzan, Brenda and 
Miria – Suzan and Brenda are sister and are cousins to Miria). We 
really thought about it and took the 3 girls with us. They are now 
also under our care. 
It really is hard at times when we go for an interview and see very many other orphans that we have to 
leave behind but unfortunately, CDHope has not yet grown that big. We are praying and hoping to grow so 

that we can expand and help many more orphans and needy cases. 
The three new girls are really enjoying their new home and also the 
fact that they can now be children again and don’ t need to do heavy 
work anymore (they said they are glad not to have to dig 
anymore� ). 
Suzan, the youngest (we estimate she is about 10), is a bit mentally 
slow probably caused by the fact that when she was still a baby, she 
had cerebral malaria which caused her to be very sick to the point 
that she went in a coma for a while. When she got her conscious 
back, she became slow. 
It is a challenge having Suzan around but the village was certainly 

not a place for her (all the folks would laugh at her and her condition – this was really the reason why we 
thought that it would be better to bring her under our care and try to teach her the little she can pick). 
On the same side, it is nice to see the project expand. The other day while having dinner, Tim passed by 
and said ‘hallo’  and the unanimous answer was really strong (“hallo”  from all of them� ). 
 
Coming to NL in October  
This is quite sudden indeed but was on request of the Board Of Directors of CDHope in the Netherlands. 
At this stage, the board felt it was good to have a team-building session. After having the first session, they 
felt it was very beneficial and thought it’d be good to have us join them in the second session. The second 
reason for this trip is to do some fundraising. We do realize that with CDHope growing, more funds-flow is 
needed to sustain the growth and work. 
We will be traveling to the Netherlands on October7th and leaving on October17th. We only have the first 
two days free and after that, we will be having a packed schedule. This means that it will, unfortunately, not 
be able to meet as many people as we would like to. This being a business trip, we will also not be traveling 
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with Eugene and Jaimie. However, we hope to come next summer holidays to NL thus be able to see as 
many folks as possible.
