Moving to Chawolo on December 19

When we came back from Holland last summer, outltad approached us and requested to make use bbtise for “about” 10
days in December’09 and 10 days in January’10 (mgahat we would have to find a temperal homettiat period). He wanted to
use this property for some family stuff. We toldnhthat it would mean a lot for us (not only our hegrhut the ministry/project is also
here... and this is also our office). We therefoneead to meet further and think of solutions. In dtiger sessions, we were even
willing to contribute money for him to rent/hirebailding elsewhere but he did not accept. We cantearn that he actually wanted
to move back into to this house but was just noidp&00% straight forward.

This was quite discouraging. We started lookingiacofor other property but first of all, propersniery expensive in Kampala.
Secondly, we just did not have peace about thegptppe saw. We decided to put it in prayer onecsjr week. In that week, we
both came at peace with the idea of moving to Chavio the East of Uganda. Those of you that weesent in any of our
presentation last summer in Holland should be kngwabout this land (we were offered 10 acres af larOctober 2008 with a
possibility of extending this amount depending anusage of the land).

Moving to this village is a challenge becausedktaall basics and also that we will have sometabghallenges (drilling water,
installation of alernative power options since éfetricity supply does not get to this vilage, lesichooling for Eugene and Jaimie
etc) yet the beauty of it all is that CDHope cawneally look to the future and plan for buildingeoper infrastructure to meet our
vision of building a home, a school, an activityteg, a community center, a clinic and a churcagsist the children we take care of
but also the local community. Currently, we arekirog on some renovations to make the place readys®o move.
